Preface

Article 3.16 of the Australia-New Zealand Closer Economic Relations Trade
Agreement (ANZCERTA) states that an importer may make a claim for
preferential treatment under ANZCERTA based on a declaration by the
exporter.

Whilst there is no particular form of declaration required, the following pages
contain a number of suggested declarations that could be used to claim New
Zealand origin under ANZCERTA.

Each shipment should be accompanied by a declaration. An importer may be
required to produce this either at the time of importation, or at some later date.

New Zealand Originating Goods
Suggested Examples of Exporter Declarations

Preference Rule Type WO
“I declare that:
the goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as defined in Section 153ZIC of the Customs Act 1901 as they
are wholly obtained in New Zealand, or New Zealand and
Australia.”


Preference Rule Type POM
“I declare that:
the goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as defined in Section 153ZID of the Customs Act 1901 as they
are produced entirely in New Zealand, or entirely in New
Zealand and Australia, from originating materials only.”


Preference Rule Type PS
“I declare that:
the goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as defined in Section 153ZIE of the Customs Act 1901 as they
are produced in New Zealand, or New Zealand and Australia,
from non- originating materials.”


Preference Rule Type URP
“I declare that:
the goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as defined in Section 153ZIH of the Customs Act 1901 as they
are wholly manufactured in New Zealand from unmanufactured
raw products.”


Preference Rule Type WMD
“I declare that:
The goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as described in Section 153ZIH of the Customs Act 1901 as
they are wholly manufactured from materials wholly manufactured in Australia, or Australia and New Zealand, and
also contain determined manufactured raw materials.”


Preference Rule Type WMN
“I declare that:
The goods described below are New Zealand originating goods
as described in Section 153ZIH of the Customs Act 1901 as
they are wholly manufactured from materials wholly
manufactured in Australia, or Australia and New Zealand, and
do not contain determined manufactured raw materials.”
